Mr. Smith’s Behavior and Academic Expectations

Behavioral Expectations:

2. Use appropriate school language.

5. Follow school policies.

Consequences (include, but are not restricted to):

2. Detention

3. Call to parents

4. Referral to the office.

NOTE: Some actions will result in an immediate referral to the office and call to your parents. 

Materials:

You will need your textbook (with cover), and a pencil each day for class. Calculators are optional. A cell phone may not be used as a calculator.

Grading:

Tests:  
There will be one test following the conclusion of each chapter. Test days will be announced at least a week in advance. 


Quizzes:
There will be at least one quiz each chapter. Quizzes will be announced one class period prior to it being given. The value of each quiz will vary.


Homework:
Homework will be graded every class period. You must show your work to receive credit! Each assignment is usually 5 points. 


Notes:
Notes will be checked periodically and graded.


Vocab:
Vocab will be due on test days. Points will vary based on the amount of words in each chapter.

In-class:

1. We will start each class with a warm-up. You should start this when the bell rings.

2. We will go over homework every day. Be prepared with questions.

3. If you do have a question about anything related to the class, please raise your hand and wait until you are acknowledged. 

4. Passes anywhere throughout the building will only be issued at my discretion. 

5. We may break into groups at some points during class. Please be respectful of your group-mates and pull your weight. Also, stay on task.

6. There will be some time to work on homework at the end of nearly every class. Use this time to ask questions. There will be times you are allowed to work with a partner, but you must be on task to keep this privilege.

7. Stay in your seat until the bell rings. Do not wander over to the door a few minutes before class ends. The bell does not dismiss you, I do.

Extra Credit:

There will be some opportunities for extra credit. You will know when it is extra credit, how much it is worth, and when it is due.
